
PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE MINUTES
September 21, 2015

Chairman Fridly called the regular meeting of the Public Works Committee to order at 6:30 pm.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]Members present:  Dale Adams, Kevin Bunge, Scott Fridly, Cory Magnus, Jodi May, and Don Self (6:33 pm)
Absent: Gordy Nygren

Motion by Mrs. May, second by Mr. Magnus, to waive the reading of and approve the minutes of 
September 8, 2015.  All ayes.  Motion approved 3-0.

PUBLIC COMMENT
None.

VILLAGE ENGINEER – KEVIN BUNGE 
Village Engineer Kevin Bunge gave his report.  A copy of his report is on file with the Village Clerk’s office.

Mr. Magnus stated that he will talk to the second homeowner in reference to the sidewalk south of Rockton Road from Highway 2 to the school entrance.  The first homeowner stated that if the Village removes the trees then the Village can have the property for the sidewalk.  

MAYOR - DALE ADAMS
Mayor Adams provided a handout from the SLATS meeting today.  Winnebago County would like to know what the Village thinks of the proposal; the Slats Committee was okay with it.  Mayor Adams stated that the construction would take place in 2017 or 2018 and if the Village Board was okay with this a resolution will be passed in the future.  Mayor Adams stated that the Village would receive $155,000/year and it would be used for the first phase which is the Old River Road upgrade from the athletic fields to Highway 75.  There will be 3 phases completed over the next 10 years.  

Mayor Adams spoke with Trotter in reference to the sewer plant (Glen Ellen/Lombard) and he is going to look into it further.

WATER, SEWER, & GARBAGE – SCOTT FRIDLY
Mr. Fridly stated that he has the purchase of a gear box in the amount of $1,086.39 for the Kubota lawn mower up for approval at the Village Board meeting on September 22, 2015.  The lawn mower is 7 or 8 years old and the gear box is gone.  The Committee was okay with this.  

Mr. Fridly asked Mayor Adams and the Committee about the property if a new waste water treatment plant (WWTP) was to be built and if the Village is going to be able to obtain the land from the Winnebago County Forest Preserve.  Mr. Fridly stated that he wanted to know if the Village was going to pursue the option of obtaining that property so that the Village still has the ability to look at all three sewer options.  Mayor Adams stated that there is a Land Acquisition Committee that the Village would have to meet with along with the Winnebago County Forest Preserve Board.  Mayor Adams said that they meet once a month so the next meeting that the Village would be able to attend would be in November.  Mayor Adams stated that the Village would need to have a polished and professional presentation to present to them at that time.  Mr. Bunge and Mr. Fridly will get together and discuss information for the presentation.  Mrs. May confirmed that the Winnebago County Forest Preserve Board would have to vote unanimously to pass the land acquisition and there are 12 or 14 members on the board.  Mayor Adams stated that they would need to know by mid-October if we want to be placed on their agenda.  


STREETS AND WALKS – CORY MAGNUS
Mr. Magnus discussed the J&R Underground invoice with the Committee.  This invoice was for the patchwork for Union Street and Grove Street.  Motion by Mrs. May to approve the payment for the J&R Underground invoice in the amount of $714.60, second by Mr. Magnus.  Roll call.  All ayes.  Motion approved 3-0.  A purchase order will be created for this invoice.  

Mr. Magnus stated that the resident at 175 Old Meadow Lane said that the patchwork that was completed on his driveway is not helping.  Mr. Bunge stated that Mr. McMullen went out and looked at it and Mr. McMullen had water dumped on the driveway to see how it was draining.  Mr. Bunge said that the water drains off the driveway, but that it stops at the grass.  Mr. Bunge stated that Mr. McMullen explained to the residents what they needed to do in order to resolve the issue.  Mr. Fridly recommended sending the residents a letter explaining the situation to them and keeping a copy for our records as well.  Mr. Bunge will create the letter and have Mayor Adams sign it.  Mr. Magnus stated that he received an email from the residents  at 175 Old Meadow and they attached pictures.  Mr. Magnus will forward the email to Mr. Bunge.

Mr. Magnus inquired about the striping that Winnebago County was going to do.  Mr. Fridly advised Mr. Magnus that Mr. Nygren would be at the Village Board meeting and he could give an update at that time.  

BUILDINGS AND PARKS – JODI MAY

PUBLIC WORKS – GORDY NYGREN

PARKS & RECREATION DIRECTOR – DON SELF
Mr. Self stated that he is meeting with Reil Construction on Wednesday in reference to the possibility of building a shelter at the athletic complex.  The shelter would be a donation to the Village from the Rockton Lions Club.  

Mr. Self stated that on Saturday he had the football games for Macktown on one of the alternate fields due to the rain and it was a big success.  

Mayor Adams inquired when the contract was up with Lookin’ Good Turf.  Mr. Self stated that he spoke with Atty. Szeto and that the contract is up at the end of the season.  Mayor Adams suggested rebidding that contract.  Mr. Self is going to change some of the wording about the fertilization and give himself more control over it.  Mr. Self stated that Lookin’ Goof Turf has been submitting invoices for work that was never completed.  Mayor Adams also inquired about the contract with Dairy Haus at the athletic fields and Mr. Murray has told Mr. Self that he doesn’t want to extend the contract into next year.  Mr. Self stated that he has already spoken to the various groups that use the fields and they are interested in running their own concessions.
