Mr. Hoey would like to remove Item #1 under himself.  Motion by Mr. Fridly to approve the amendments to the agenda, second by Mr. Winters.  All ayes.  Motion approved 6-0. 
PUBLIC COMMENT
Rocco Wagner, 515 Pin Oak Road, spoke in reference to his variance requests.  Mr. Wagner presented the Village Board with two plans in reference to the accessory structure that he would like to build.  Mr. Wagner also provided a written letter to Mayor Adams from his neighbor that stated he was in good standing with Mr. Wagner and was not opposed to what he would like to do on his property.

Royal Luedtke and Kristin Gilbert, 111 North Street, spoke in reference to Ms. Gilbert’s variance request.  Mr. Luedtke stated that would like to build a garage to allow for more storage since the home has a single car garage.  Mr. Luedtke also stated that this would add to the curb appeal of the home and the neighborhood.

Motion by Mr. Hoey to approve Ordinance 2015-30: Variance for Side Yard Setback for Addition at 111 North Street, second by Mr. Peterson.  Mr. Magnus verified that the front yard setback was met.  Mrs. May stated that she was concerned that it may be too big for the neighborhood and that it’s a lot of garage for that area and it may not fit in.  Roll call. PUBLIC SAFETY AND LEGAL – MR. WINTERS
Motion by Mr. Winters to approve a purchase requisition for Ray O’Herron Co. for bullet proof vests in the amount of $3,710, second by Mr. Peterson.   Mr. Winters stated that the Village will get 50% of the cost back through a grant and that this is part of the police contract to replace their vests every 5 years.  Roll call.  All ayes.  Motion approved 6-0.
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – MR. HOEY
Motion by Mr. Hoey to approve the Hononegah High School Homecoming Events, second by Mr. Winters.  The high school is requesting assistance from the police department and public works on September 26th and October 2nd and 3rd.  A letter was submitted detailing the events.  Mr. Peterson inquired if the police department and public works department spoke with anyone regarding this.  Chief Dickson questioned if this is something the Special Events Application would be used for moving forward from here so that there is proper communication.  The Village Board advised that it would be used once the application is approved.  Mrs. May will make contact with Mr. Lawyer in reference to the events at the high school.  All ayes.  Motion approved 6-0.
Motion by Mr. Hoey to approve Ordinance 2015-31: An Ordinance of the Village of Rockton, Winnebago County, Illinois, Approving a Business District Plan for the Blackhawk Boulevard and Main Street Business District in the Village, second by Mr. Peterson.  Roll call.  Ayes: Mr. Winters, Mr. Hoey, Mr. Fridly, Mr. Peterson, and Mr. Magnus.  Abstentions: Mrs. May.  Motion approved with 5 ayes, 0 nays, and 1 abstention.
Motion by Mr. Hoey to approve Ordinance 2015-32: An Ordinance of the Village of Rockton, Winnebago County, Illinois, Designating the Blackhawk Boulevard and Main Street Business District for the Village, second by Mr. Peterson.  Roll call.  Ayes: Mr. Winters, Mr. Hoey, Mr. Fridly, Mr. Peterson, and Mr. Magnus.  Abstentions: Mrs. May.  Motion approved with 5 ayes, 0 nays, and 1 abstention.

Motion by Mr. Hoey to approve Ordinance 2015-33: An Ordinance of the Village of Rockton, Winnebago County, Illinois, Imposing a Business District Retailers’ Occupation Tax, a Business District Service Occupation Tax and a Business District Hotel Operators’ Occupation Tax within the Blackhawk Boulevard and Main Street Business District, second by Mr. Fridly.  Ayes: Mr. Winters, Mr. Hoey, Mr. Fridly, Mr. Peterson, and Mr. Magnus.  Abstentions: Mrs. May.  Motion approved with 5 ayes, 0 nays, and 1 abstention.
Mr. Hoey read three separate correspondence up for approval.  Mr. Hoey stated that the first letter was from Allison Ebany on behalf of the Rockton Lions Club requesting to sell candy at the corner Main Street and Blackhawk Boulevard on Friday, October 16th from 7:00 am until 7:00 pm.  The second letter was from Chief Kirk Wilson on behalf of the Rockton Fire Protection District requesting the use of Main Street and Blackhawk Boulevard on October 17th from 8:00 am until 2:00 pm for their “Fill the Boot” drive to support the Old Stone Church Food Pantry.  The third letter is from Michael Lawyer on behalf of Hononegah High School requesting police assistance with the 2015 Pink Out 5k Walk or Run on October 19th from 6:00 pm until 7:00 pm.  Motion by Mr. Hoey to approve all three events, second by Mr. Peterson.  All ayes.  Motion approved 6-0.
