Minutes

Chair Chris Anderson called the meeting to order at 6:10 pm. 

I.      	Roll Call

Ms. Diduch stated Mr. Larson resigned his position from the Historic Preservation Commission.

II. 	Approval of June 13, 2018 Meeting Minutes
       
Ms. Mathwich made corrections regarding Ms. Marilyn Mohring being absent and not present, and that Tour 1 tour guide should be named as Mark Meichtry, not Chris Anderson. She then stated the Balsley house is incorrectly written as Victorian on top of page 2 instead of Italianate.  Ms. Mathwich then made a motion to approve the minutes as corrected. Second by Mr. Mulligan. Minutes approved unanimously, 4-0.

III.	Summer 2018 Walking Tours 

The commissioners discussed the first tour. Ms. Wright said she watched the six-minute video from Dairyhaus Facebook page of the first tour. She said it gave a good impression of the first walking tour. Ms. Mathwich said approximately 37-38 people attended the first tour. Ms. Wright asked Ms. Mathwich if she thought there needs to be a cutoff point for attendance or to break into more groups. Ms. Mathwich thought if another 40 people had attended, they would have resorted to their back up plan of splitting into two groups. She thought it would not be an issue with background noise for the second tour because it will be further down Main St. Ms. Wright asked if Ms. Mathwich felt there should be a maximum number of tour attendees. Ms. Mathwich stated she thought 40 people is ideal because of an unexpected interior tour. She said if any future tours include inside tours, 40 people is ideal to keep it on track for time. Ms. Mathwich said Mr. Meichtry is a natural tour guide. Mr. Mulligan said he received great feedback. 

Mr. Anderson asked about the demographics of the tour attendees, and Ms. Mathwich replied she was surprised to find they were younger than her, approximately younger adults and some kids. Ms. Wright further asked if she thought they matched the demographics of those who attend the River Market, and Ms. Mathwich replied she did not know the market attendees well enough.

They also discussed how they talked to the attendees about becoming a commissioner as well as becoming members of the Rockton Township Historical Society.
