Minutes

Chair Gary Kovanda called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 

I.     Roll Call

Staff Present: Patricia Diduch.

II.    Approval of January 11, 2018 Minutes

Motion made by Ms. Ritter. Second by Ms. Pusateri. Motion approved by voice vote, 6-0.

III. Request for Variances for Front Yard Setback from a Minimum 30 Feet to 0 Feet and a Side Yard Setback from 12 Feet to 6 Feet in the R-1 Residential Single-Family District – 609 N. Prairie St., Jasper Herron.

Mr. Kovanda opened the public hearing. Mr. Jasper Herron gave a brief description of his request to replace his detached garage. Mr. Duane Zovitowski asked questions of Mr. Herron regarding the size and placement of the detached garage. Mr. Herron stated the 6-foot side yard setback of the existing detached garage would remain. Mr. Kovanda closed the public hearing.

Motion to approve the Findings of Fact made by Mr. Swift. Second by Mr. Herschlag. Motion approved by voice vote, 6-0. Motion to approve the variances made by Ms. Ritter. Second by Mr. Polaski. Motion approved by voice vote, 6-0. 

IV. Request for Annexation, Annexation Agreement and Map Amendment to the R-1 Residential Single-Family District – 683 Liddle Rd., Kurt and Patricia Bergstrom. 

Mr. Kovanda opened the public hearing. Mr. Kurt and Mrs. Patricia Bergstrom gave a brief description of the requests in order to replace a detached storage shed on the property. Mr. Kovanda asked for clarification regarding the need for significant grading of the property in order to accommodate a detached garage in the rear yard. Mr. Kovanda closed the public hearing. 

Motion to approve the requests including the Findings of Fact made by Mr. Herschlag. Second by Ms. Pusateri. Motion approved by voice vote, 6-0. 

V. Text Amendment – Special Uses in the IH Industrial Heavy District. 

Ms. Diduch gave a brief explanation of the proposed text amendment, stating Trustee Dave Winters worked with Village Attorney Szeto to create the language regarding asphalt production plants and asphalt recycling plants within Village corporate limits. She added that this would have no bearing upon proposals within unincorporated Winnebago County, but that the measure would pressure Winnebago County officials to respect the Village’s regulations regarding asphalt production and recycling.

Mr. Polaski asked what the property Aldi is zoned, and he expressed concern that an asphalt plant would be able to petition for a special use permit. Ms. Diduch explained the property would have to rezone to IH District, but that the residential properties to the south of Walmart would be within the one-mile radius and could not apply then regardless. Mr. Swift then asked questions regarding the one-mile radius as well as the County’s permission for asphalt recycling. 

Mr. Christopher Flueckiger at 2137 Roscoe Rd. asked questions regarding the wording of the text amendment. Ms. Diduch read the proposed text amendment aloud. Mr. Kovanda answered his questions regarding interpretation and legality. 

Ms. Barb Nozzi at 11533 Old River Road asked a question regarding outlawing asphalt plants outright or extending the one-mile radius. Mr. Kovanda explained the legalities of being unduly burdensome. 

Mr. Flueckiger asked additional questions about the difference between land use and the actual zoning district as well as the difference between County and Village zoning regulations. Mr. Swift asked Ms. Diduch to clarify that if the text amendment is approved, would a light industrial-zoned property be able to apply for the special use. Ms. Diduch explained only an IH Industrial Heavy District-zoned property would be allowed to apply for a special use permit for an asphalt plant. 

Ms. Sindi Bonnell at 11078 N. Main Rd. asked questions about how the proposed text amendment would benefit the unincorporated Winnebago County residential properties. A lengthy conversation ensued regarding the legalities of how zoning regulations apply to municipal and unincorporated County properties. 

Ms. Kristel Despot at 332 S. Blackhawk Blvd. then asked questions about the industrial property behind Aldi on E. Rockton Rd. Ms. Diduch attempted to answer her questions, and Ms. Despot stated she would come to Village Hall the following day to ask her questions regarding the storing of asphalt.

Mr. Kovanda closed the public hearing. 

The ZBA discussed the one-mile radius not applying to asphalt recycling, and there was consensus to have the one-mile radius apply to asphalt and concrete recycling as well. 

A motion to amend the text amendment to include the asphalt recycling use into the paragraph requiring a one-mile radius from Village residentially-zoned property and Village parks made by Mr. Herschlag. Second by Mr. Polaski. Motion approved by voice vote, 6-0. A motion to approve the ordinance as amended by Mr. Swift. Second by Ms. Ritter. Motion approved by voice vote, 6-0.
