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BUDGET AND FINANCE COMMITTEE MINUTES 
January 4, 2011 

 

Mr. Winters called the regular meeting of the Budget and Finance Committee to order at 
6:30p.m.  Present were: Dave Winters, Josh Brown, Scott Fridly, Judy Rossi, Jaye 
Quimby, Mayor Adams and Attorney Nicolosi. Also present: John Peterson 
  
Motion by Mr. Brown, second by Mr. Fridly to waive the reading of and approve the 
minutes of December 21, 2010. All ayes.  Motion carried 3-0. 
 
Bills were reviewed and approved in the amount of $61,633.85 
 
MAYOR ADAMS 
Mayor Adams informed the committee that Legislative Days would be in the middle of 
April in Springfield if they were interested in attending.  
 
JAYE QUIMBY 
Committee members asked Ms. Quimby how the various village accounts were doing. 
She said the general fund was getting tight and that she would have to borrow from other 
fund to cover general fund expenses. The village currently has about $48,000 in the 
capital fund that she could borrow from. She said she could also borrow from the garbage 
and water and sewer funds if necessary. She said the state is still five month behind in 
income tax payments. Jaye stated that our police pension fund was doing well because 
unlike other some other municipalities, Rockton has been funding it at the recommended 
levels.  
 
SCOTT FRIDLY 
Mr. Fridly talked to the committee about a raising the sewer rates from $12.50 to $15.00 
and changing the usage fee to be $1.50 from zero. The proposal also calls for a yearly 
twenty cent increase to the usage fee for the next five years. Committee members 
discussed when to facilitate the yearly increase. Mr. Fridly had a list of needed sewer 
projects and estimated costs that he shared with the committee. He stated that he is 
getting a cost to do a 10yr Capital Improvement Plan so that the projects can be 
prioritized. The village will hold a public hearing regarding the sewer rate increases at 
their January 18th board meeting. The mayor said they should authorize the attorneys to 
draft an ordinance to cover the sewer rate increase, but not until after the public hearing.
