PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE MINUTES
January 21, 2013

Chairman Peterson called the regular meeting of the Public Works Committee to order at 6:30
pm. Present were: John Peterson, Cory Magnus, Tricia Nelson, Mayor Adams, and Attorney
Galluzzo. Also present: Pat Hoey, Robert Nelson, Gordy Nygren, Scott Wallace, Bruce
Werrbach, and Lisa Wolf.

Motion by Mr. Magnus, second by Mrs. Nelson, to waive the reading of and approve the minutes
of January 7, 2013. All ayes. Motion carried 3-0.

Project Updates

New Well No. 10: The review letter from the EPA has been received. Revisions to the plan will
be completed by the end of the month and resubmitted to the EPA, and the project will be
advertised in February.

Athletic Fields: Construction plans are nearly complete for the concession stand, football fields,
and parking lot improvements, as well as water and sanitary sewer extensions to the concession
area. The projects will be split into packages to give the Village flexibility on what
improvements will fit into this year’s budget. Plans have also been sent to Rock Energy
requesting electrical and gas service to Well #10 and the concession stand, including future
lighting at one baseball and football field.

Street Maintenance 2013: A revised list of streets that are recommended for maintenance was
submitted, and discussion was held about the possible need to change Prairie Street from
resurfacing to reconstructing. Numbers will be submitted to the Village for that change.

RosRoc FRG / Lewis Right-In Right-Out Street Design: The preliminary design has been
completed. It still needs to be resolved if both the Lewis and RosRoc existing roads will have to
be connected to a road currently owned by the Village until their new access road connection
points are determined.

MAYOR ADAMS

Ordinance 2013-4 — Amendment Increasing the Dollar Amount Requirements for Purchase
of Capital Expenditures

Committee members discussed the new ordinance and the possibility of removing 34.001(A) that
reads: “All purchases for capital expenditures which exceed the amount of $10,000 must be

budgeted for and taxes levied for the purchase prior to submission for public bids.” It was stated
that the paragraph could be removed. This ordinance will have its first reading for approval at the
1/22/2013 board meeting.

Resolution 2013-101 — Resolution Requesting the Assistance from lllinois Environmental
Protection Agency in Indentifying Environmental Conditions on Property Located at 200
Hawick Street — Current Sonoco Property

Members discussed the plan for the EPA to perform an assessment of the current Sonoco
property. No permission is needed as it is no cost to the Village.

2013 Street Maintenance

The committee discussed the need to change Prairie Street from resurfacing to reconstructing.
The dollar amount will be figured before a change can be made.

Eagle Scout Project — Rt. 2 and Union

Discussion was held about the Eagle Scout project being done by Andrew Brace from Troop 619.
He will be working with local organizations and churches to acquire signs to hang on the existing
posts located at the northwest corner of Rt. 2 and Union.

BUILDINGS AND PARKS — MRS. NELSON

Use of Athletic Fields: Macktown Warriors

Members held a conversation regarding use of the athletic fields by various groups. The
Macktown Warriors have expressed an interest in helping fundraise for improvements in
exchange for a reservation of a particular field for their use.

Approval of an Ordinance Putting in Place a Moratorium on the Demolition of Historic
Structures within the Village of Rockton

A discussion was held regarding the current procedure for demolishing historic structures and
what needs to be changed to protect those structures. Scott Wallace would like an agreement
with the Village so that he is not prohibited from tearing down a historic home that was recently
purchased, but agrees to wait two years before tearing it down so that it can be moved off of the
property if funds are raised.

Pinecroft Lift Station

Mr. Nygren requested permission to obtain 2013-2014 budget numbers for repairs to the
Pinecroft lift station.
