
 
PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE MINUTES 

December 3, 2018 
 
 
 

Chairman Fridly called the regular meeting of the Public Works Committee to order at 6:30 pm.   
Members present: Mayor Adams, Dan Barber, Kevin Bunge, Scott Fridly, Cory Magnus, Jodi May 
and Don Self 
 
Motion by Mrs. May, second by Mr. Magnus to waive the reading of and approve the minutes of  
November 19, 2018.  All ayes.  Motion approved 3-0. 
 
PUBLIC COMMENT

VILLAGE ENGINEER – KEVIN BUNGE 
Village Engineer Kevin Bunge gave his report.  A copy of his report is on file with the Village Clerk’s office. 
 
Mr. Fridly stated that the Village will hold off on the approval of the soil borings for the water tower since the 
location of the water tower may change.  This was up for approval at the Village Board meeting on December 
4, 2018 but Mr. Fridly will remove the item from the agenda. 
 
MAYOR - DALE ADAMS 
Mayor Adams discussed the drainage easement/detention area by Wind Trace Court with the Committee and 
stated that all three property owners are interested in obtaining the property from the Village and agreed to 
cover the cost to do so.  Mayor Adams said that Atty. Szeto will do a title search on the property and prepare 
the necessary documents.  Mayor Adams also commented that Wind Trace Court is looking bad so the 
Committee may want to look at that for future street projects. 
 
WATER, SEWER, & GARBAGE – SCOTT FRIDLY

STREETS AND WALKS – CORY MAGNUS 
Motion by Mr. Magnus to ratify the consensus for Echo Fab for replacement of the wear blade for the Volvo 
loader in the amount of $646, second by Mrs. May.  Roll call.  All ayes.  Motion approved 3-0. 
 
Mr. Magnus stated that he and Mr. Barber met with Ms. Hughes, Village Collector, to go over numbers in 
reference to the street projects.  Mr. Magnus provided information to the Committee as far as what has been 
paid out for 2018-2019 projects and what the total dollar amount is projected to be for the 2019-2020 budget.  
Mr. Magnus stated that they would like to pay for the Franklin Street reconstruction project out of local funds.  
Mr. Magnus said that he would like for the Franklin Street reconstruction project to be approved to go out to 
bid at the Village Board meeting on December 4, 2018.  The Committee was okay with this.  Mr. Bunge 
stated that he could have this ready to go out to bid by mid-January. 
 
BUILDINGS AND PARKS – JODI MAY

PUBLIC WORKS – DAN BARBER 
Mr. Barber stated that he looked into switching over to LED Christmas lights for next year (upon request of 
the Committee) and that it would cost approximately $19,000.
