February 1, 2016 

 

 
Chairman Winters called the regular meeting of the Administration Committee to order at 5:00 pm.   

Members present: Dale Adams, Pat Hoey, John Peterson and Dave Winters 

Staff present:  Sgt. Camacho, Chief Dickson, Tricia Diduch, Scott Fridly (5:46 pm), Deputy Chief Hollinger, 

Cory Magnus (5:49 pm), Jodi May, Priscilla Cantu and Jon Schulz. 

 

Motion by Mr. Hoey, second by Mr. Peterson, to waive the reading of and approve the minutes of 

January 18, 2016.  All ayes.  Motion approved 3-0. 

 

PUBLIC COMMENT

THE MAYOR – DALE ADAMS 

Motion by Mr. Peterson to change the Administration Committee meeting date to Tuesday, February 16th at 

5:30 pm, second by Mr. Hoey.  All ayes.  Motion approved 3-0. 

 

PUBLIC SAFETY & LEGAL – DAVE WINTERS, CHAIRMAN 

The Committee discussed the Class I liquor license for the Village of Rockton.  Mr. Winters stated the  

Village wasn’t under a time constraint so this can be discussed at the next meeting because the Committee 

would like more information regarding the liquor license.   

 

ADMINISTRATION & BUDGET – JOHN PETERSON  

Mr. Peterson discussed the Brews & BBQ Event with the Committee and stated that he had some questions 

for Townsquare Media who is hosting the event.  Priscilla Cantu and Jon Shulz attended the meeting to 

answer any questions that the Committee had regarding the event.  The Committee discussed the special 

events application and the fees that are involved for the event.  Mr. Peterson stated that the fees have 

increased this year because the event went from a one day event last year to a two day event this year.  Ms. 

Cantu stated that she expects around 3000 attendees at the event.  Ms. Cantu explained that they are asking for 

the same amount of help from the Rockton Lions Club and the Public Works Department as last year.  Ms. 

Cantu also expressed her concern about the cost of having the event in the Village because she didn’t expect 

that much of an increase in numbers to hold the event.  The Committee discussed options how they could 

decrease the cost of the event and how they should treat a profit versus nonprofit event.  Mrs. May stated that 

the Village cannot compromise security for the event.  Mr. Peterson stated that he will talk to the Lions Club 

to see if some of the money made can go back to the Village.  Sgt. Camacho stated the he will further discuss 

the cost for Public Works with Mr. Nygren and provide that information to Ms. Cantu so that Townsquare 

Media can make a decision if they would like to hold their event in the Village.   

 

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – PAT HOEY 

Ms. Diduch stated that the Stateline Chamber is hosting a dinner on Thursday, February 11th and that she is 

not able to attend.  Ms. Diduch inquired if the Village would like to send someone to attend the dinner.  

Motion by Mr. Peterson to send one person at a cost of $65 to attend the Stateline Chamber dinner, second by 

Mr. Winters.  Roll call.  Motion approved 2-0.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS ALLOWED BY LAW 

Mayor Adams stated that there has been a request made by a crafting type business that is interested in 

opening in the Village.  Ms. Diduch stated that it’s a business that would do paintings and wood crafts and 

that they wanted to know if they needed a liquor license if they provided free alcoholic beverages or if they 

allowed the patrons of the business to bring alcohol in while they were there attending a workshop.  Mayor 

Adams stated that he spoke with Atty. Szeto and that he advised that they wouldn’t need a liquor license if the 

liquor isn’t purchased at the business; the alcohol can be brought in or given away free. 

 

Ms. Diduch stated that the RoRo Expo is coming up and that John and Sheryl Peterson are donating calendars 

with the names of the bands that will be playing at the Rockton River Market for the Village to give away.  

Ms. Diduch inquired if the Village would like to invest in something else to hand out at the event.  Ms. 

Diduch stated that the maximum amount that she would spend is $500 and that it would come out of the 

budget under marketing expenses.  Motion by Mr. Peterson to approve up to $500 to allow Ms. Diduch to 

purchase items for the event, second by Mr. Winters.  Roll call.  Motion approved 2-0.
