Chairman Winters called the regular meeting of the Administration Committee to order at 5:30 pm.

Motion by Mr. Hoey, second by Mr. Peterson, to waive the reading of and approve the minutes of
May 2, 2016.  All ayes.  Motion approved 3-0.

PUBLIC COMMENT

THE MAYOR – DALE ADAMS
Mayor Adams discussed the budget with the Committee.  The Committee advised Mayor Adams that they hadn’t received a copy of the revised budget from the last meeting to look over.  Mayor Adams stated that the budget was getting pretty close and that he would still like to include the Center Street project.  Mr. Winters stated that if they had to the Village could always push back the Center Street project one year.  Mayor Adams stated that he would have a copy of the revised budget for them tomorrow.
PUBLIC SAFETY & LEGAL – DAVE WINTERS, CHAIRMAN
Mr. Winters stated that he has a purchase requisition for MotionDSP Inc. for video redaction software for the police department.  Chief Dickson stated that everything is public record now and that the police department needs to be able to redact videos.  Chief Dickson said that MotionDSP Inc. was the best bang for the buck and user friendly.  Chief Dickson added that June 1st their prices are going to double.  The video redaction software with an additional two years of maintenance would cost $3,773.70 and that was with a discount.  Chief Dickson suggested that the funds come out of the administrative tow fees which currently has close to $100,000.  The Committee was okay with this.  This is up for approval at the Village Board meeting on May 17, 2016.
Mr. Winters stated that he also has the special use liquor licenses for Rookie’s and FIBS for the Rockton River Market which is up for approval at the Village Board meeting on May 17, 2016.  Ms. Diduch stated that Whiskey’s also asked to serve alcohol at the Rockton River Market, but the Village has a rule that each vendor has a niche product.  Ms. Diduch said that FIBS will be serving domestic beers and Rookie’s will be serving craft beers. Ms. Diduch added that Wild Rhubarb may be bottling artisan drinks at their facility and selling those, but that will be unique to their business.  Ms. Diduch just wanted the Committee to be aware why Whiskey’s was not approved by the Rockton River Market Committee.  
Mr. Winters inquired if the Village has authorized anyone to run an ice cream truck in Rockton.  Chief Dickson stated that he hasn’t approved any applications for one.  Mr. Winters stated that there was an ice cream truck in the area and asked that the police department keep an eye out if they see any without solicitor’s permits.
