

PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE MINUTES
July 16, 2018

Chairman Fridly called the regular meeting of the Public Works Committee to order at 6:30 pm.  
Members present: Mayor Adams, Dan Barber, Scott Fridly, Cory Magnus, Jodi May and Don Self
Also Present: Jean Carlson (Water Clerk)
Absent: Kevin Bunge

Motion by Mr. Magnus, second by Mrs. May to waive the reading of and approve the minutes of 
July 2, 2018.  All ayes.  Motion approved 3-0.

PUBLIC COMMENT
Jean Carlson, Water Clerk, spoke to the Committee and expressed her disappointment in others making decisions that affect her job without consulting her.   Ms. Carlson suggested to the Committee that if they have questions concerning her job that they come and talk to her and sit in her office for 2-3 hours to see what she does.  Ms. Carlson stated that it can be very hectic in her office and that she needs additional help due to the new monthly billing process.  Ms. Carlson added that Ms. DeFilippis, who is currently helping her with the monthly billing process, doesn’t have full access to the Civic program.  Mr. Barber stated that he would look into correcting the issue.  

VILLAGE ENGINEER – KEVIN BUNGE
Village Engineer Kevin Bunge was absent.  A copy of his report is on file with the Village Clerk’s office.

Mrs. May inquired about the status of the signatures needed for the ITEP Rockton Road bike path.  Mayor Adams stated that he spoke with someone from Fifth Third Bank and that he was supposed to get an email with the phone number of the attorney of the property owner.  Mr. Magnus stated that he thought there were too many entrances along Rockton Road and that it’s going to end up being like 173 in Machesney Park and the Village will have to pay to widen the road at some point.  Mrs. May stated that this is a safety issue for pedestrians on the bike path with that many accesses and the Committee agreed.  Mr. Fridly said that as far as the Erdmier property goes that the 10 years would start with the first occupancy in the first building.  Mr. Fridly and the Committee discussed whether the accesses should be two full accesses or one full access and a right in/right out access.  

MAYOR - DALE ADAMS
Mayor Adams advised the Committee that he spoke with IDOT in reference to the lot in the 100 block of N. Blackhawk and that they can get the lot prepped and ready for paving if the Village decides to purchase the lot in the amount of $22,000.  Mayor Adams said that he is waiting on a price from William Charles to pave the lot.  Mayor Adams advised that the payment for the lot is coming out of the downtown development fund.  The Committee was okay with this.  

WATER, SEWER, & GARBAGE – SCOTT FRIDLY
Mr. Fridly discussed the emergency repair for the 1 ton truck and stated that the whole gas line is leaking and needs to be repaired.  Mr. Fridly advised that the repair will cost around $4,000 and is up for approval at the Village Board meeting on July 17, 2018.  The Committee was okay with this.

Mr. Fridly stated that a 12” valve at the sewer plant also needs to get replaced.  Mr. Barber received a quote from Ferguson Waterworks at a cost not to exceed $3,453.47 and they can get the valve in a week or two.  This is also up for approval at the Village Board meeting on July 17, 2018.  The Committee was okay with this.

Mr. Fridly stated that he will get more information regarding the PSN scanner/deposits before they make a decision.  Mr. Fridly stated that the scanner would cost $995 and that PSN would charge $.30/check.

Mr. Barber stated that he would like to hold over the valve discussion until the next meeting.  Mr. Barber advised the Committee that the insurance option that was previously discussed can’t be done because the insurance only covers from the box to the house and not from the box to the main.  Mr. Barber stated the owner of Ambassador Homes would provide the Village with a 3 year indemnity, but that he and his attorney have been out of town.  Mr. Barber added that Atty. Szeto is going to check into the agreement that they are offering.

Mr. Barber provided the Committee with the Assistant Water Clerk job description that they requested.  Mr. Barber stated that the position pays $11/hour and would be 40-60 hours/month.  

STREETS AND WALKS – CORY MAGNUS
Mr. Magnus discussed that the purchase requisition for NITE Equipment for a 5 x 8 trailer at a cost of $1,700 is up for approval at the Village Board meeting on July 17, 2018.  Mr. Barber stated that the trailer has a 3,500 pound axle and will allow them to haul heavier items on it.  The Committee was okay with this.

Mr. Magnus stated that Ordinance 2018-20: Grove Street Plat of Vacation is up for approval at the Village Board meeting on July 17, 2018 as well.  The Committee was okay with this.  

BUILDINGS AND PARKS – JODI MAY
Mrs. May stated that “Movie on the Lawn” which will be held on Wednesday, August 8th in Settlers Park is up for approval at the Village Board meeting on July 17, 2018.  Mrs. May said that this is being hosted by First National Bank and that the rain date is August 9th.  The Committee was okay with this.  Mayor Adams added that there have been a lot of complaints about the mosquitos.  Mr. Self said that he will look into pricing for a mosquito application from Mosquito Joe and let Mrs. May know before the Village Board meeting.

PUBLIC WORKS – DAN BARBER

Mr. Barber said that he just wanted clarification so that he can speak with Ms. DeFilippis and let her know what her job duties are.  Mr. Magnus stated that when Ms. DeFilippis has down time that she can still be scanning documents for the Village Clerk’s office.
