
BUDGET & FINANCE COMMITTEE MINUTES
July 17, 2018


Chairman Peterson called the regular meeting of the Budget & Finance Committee to order at 6:30 pm.  
Members present: Mayor Adams, Scott Fridly, Corine Hughes, John Peterson, Jaye Quimby and Dave Winters
Also present: Chief Dickson & Jodi May (6:34 pm)

Motion by Mr. Winters, second by Mr. Fridly, to waive the reading of and approve the minutes of 
July 3, 2018.

SPECIAL WARRANT CONSIDERATIONS

RECOMMENDATION OF PAYMENT
Bills were reviewed and recommended for approval in the amount of $116,101.60.

MAYOR ADAMS
Mayor Adams discussed purchasing the lot in the 100 block of N. Blackhawk Blvd. from IDOT and stated that they are asking $22,000 for the lot.  Mayor Adams said that IDOT would have it ready for paving and that if they paved it that they would want an additional $4,800.  Mayor Adams advised that he is waiting to hear on a price from William Charles, but he thinks that they could pave it for less than that.  The Committee was okay with this.

JAYE QUIMBY, TREASURER
Ms. Quimby stated that she received $109,000 in sales tax and $65,000 in income tax.  Ms. Quimby said that she is okay to cover the bills this week.  Ms. Quimby added that the downtown business district received $6,750 for sales in April and that there is a total of $75,000 in business district funds.  Ms. Quimby also noted that she will have to set the money aside for the water system maintenance fee that the Village is receiving to cover the loan from the IEPA.  Mayor Adams inquired if the Village has received the check from Winnebago County to help cover the costs of the downtown business district improvements and Ms. Quimby stated that she hasn’t received a check yet.  

JOHN PETERSON, CHAIRMAN

SCOTT FRIDLY, TRUSTEE
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Fridly discussed the Payment Service Network (PSN) scanner/deposit option with the Committee.  Mr. Fridly stated that the Village received 18,000 – 20,000 checks/year for utility payments and that PSN will charge $.30/check.  Mr. Fridly said that this should save Jean 30-45 minutes/day if not more by having this option through PSN.  Ms. Hughes added that this will save the Village $25/month if they eliminate the scanner from the bank, but the cost of the scanner if it was purchased from PSN would be $900.  Mayor Adams recommended that Jean try it before the Village purchases a scanner from PSN.  The Committee agreed to have Jean give it a 6 month trial period, at this point, and they can determine later if they want to purchase the scanner through PSN and eliminate the bank’s scanner.
