ADMINISTRATION COMMITTEE MINUTES
September 21, 2015
Chairman Winters called the regular meeting of the Administration Committee to order at 5:30 pm.  
Members present: Dale Adams, Pat Hoey, John Peterson and Dave Winters
Staff present: Tricia Diduch, Scott Fridly, and Jodi May
Motion by Mr. Peterson, second by Mr. Hoey, to waive the reading of and approve the minutes of
September 8, 2015.  All ayes.  Motion approved 3-0.

PUBLIC COMMENT
None.
THE MAYOR – DALE ADAMS
Mayor Adams stated that the gas station at Walmart will begin construction soon.  

Mayor Adams said that he met today with SLATS and Joe Vanderwerff.  Mr. Vanderwerff stated that he has a plan to get Old river Road started in the next two years.  Mayor Adams stated that the job is $1.2 million and the Village would get $155,000/year.  
Mayor Adams added that the Village is still moving along with the utility easement (electric) with Tim Storm.  The engineers stated that there is another small piece of easement that the Village needs to obtain and they are drawing up the legals for that.
Mayor Adams stated that he is passing along a couple requests to Mr. Hoey for approval at the Village Board meeting on September 22, 2015.  The Lions Club submitted a letter requesting permission for Candy Day for October 16th and the Rockton Fire Department also submitted a letter for “Fill the Boot” on October 23rd.  

PUBLIC SAFETY & LEGAL – DAVE WINTERS, CHAIRMAN
Mr. Winters stated that he has a purchase requisition for Ray O’Herron up for approval at the Village Board meeting on September 22, 2015.  The purchase requisition is for bullet resistant vests for the police officers.  Chief Dickson stated that they would have to pay the full amount, but that they received a grant which will reimburse 50% of the cost of the vests.  The Committee was okay with this.

ADMINISTRATION & BUDGET – JOHN PETERSON 
Mr. Peterson stated that he didn’t have anything on the agenda, but that he would like to talk about the Illinois Municipal League (IML) Conference.  Mr. Peterson stated that he and Mr. Winters spoke to a representative from Aqua at the conference.  Aqua is a company that buys utilities and Mr. Peterson feels that the Village may want to pursue this a little more.  Mr. Winters explained the sewer options to Aqua and Mr. Peterson added that it wouldn’t cost the Village anything for them to give us an evaluation.  
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – PAT HOEY
Motion by Mr. Hoey to make a $500 donation to Keep Northern Illinois Beautiful for the 2016 Christmas Tree Recycling Program, second by Mr. Peterson.  Roll call.  All ayes.  Motion approved 3-0.

Mr. Hoey stated that he has the three ordinances for the Blackhawk Boulevard and Main Street Business District up for approval at the Village Board meeting on September 22, 2015.  The Committee was okay with this.

THE CHIEF – STEVE DICKSON

Chief Dickson stated that he received a quote from Ticomix to renew the Village’s antivirus software at a cost of $780 for three years.  Chief Dickson also spoke to Winnebago County IT and they provided a quote of $233/year with a one-time installation fee not to exceed $729.  The Viper antivirus that the Village currently has expires on November 27, 2015.  This item will be placed on the next agenda for approval.  

Chief Dickson stated that the police department was involved in an accident with a squad car.  Chief Dickson received two estimates to repair the vehicle; Rockton Collision was $6200 and R&L Auto Body was $5800.  The Village will have to pay a $500 deductible for the repair.  This squad car is only a year old so it needs to be repaired.
