Chairman Anderson called the meeting to order at 5:32 pm. 

I.      	Roll Call

II. 	Approval of November 14, 2018 Meeting Minutes
       
Ms. Mathwich made a motion to approve the minutes. Second by Mr. Meichtry. Minutes approved unanimously, 4-0.

III.	Downtown Property Owner Meeting – Update

At this time, Mr. Anderson spoke to Erin and Greg Kladar in the audience. Ms. Kladar is interested in becoming a commissioner. Mr. Anderson gave a brief description to the Kladars about the property owner meeting. He stated he had a commitment from Darius at the Illinois Historic Preservation Agency to speak so long as the meeting was opened up to the region, specifically mentioning Freeport, Belvidere, Dekalb, Rockford and South Beloit. 

Mr. Mulligan and Ms. Mathwich expressed concern about the date quickly approaching in January. Ms. Diduch stated she would be able to send out invitations via mail to her downtown property owner list as well as contact individual municipalities that the IHPA wants invited. Mr. Mulligan said he thought the presentations like this he has attended in the past were very informational. 

Concerns were expressed about the venue at 201 W. Main St., but the commissioners thought it would still work. Meeting logistics were finalized.

IV.	Commissioner Search

Ms. Diduch said she had three people email her expressing interest in becoming a commissioner as a result of the Facebook posting. Ms. Mathwich made outreach to three potential people, and Mr. Meichtry gave an update on his outreach as well. 

Ms. Mathwich asked Ms. Kladar if she has any questions about becoming a commissioner. Ms. Kladar asked for more information regarding the commission and its purpose. The commissioners each expressed why they became commissioners and some of the activities of the commission. The Kladars also described their interest in historic preservation within the Village.

Mr. Anderson asked Mr. Mulligan for an update on the Rockton Christmas Walk event. Mr. Mulligan stated it was poorly attended but that the commissioners had an opportunity to discuss preservation efforts. The commission spoke more about the outreach for the January 16th meeting.
