Minutes

Vice Chair Leanne Wright called the meeting to order at 6:08 pm. 

I.      	Roll Call

Staff Present: Planning & Development Administrator Patricia Diduch.

Ms. Wright made a motion to amend the agenda to include approval of the February 14, 2018 meeting minutes. Second by Ms. Sherwood. Amendment to the agenda approved unanimously.

II. 	Approval of February 14, 2018 Meeting Minutes
       
Ms. Mathwich made a motion to approve the minutes as amended by stating she was present only. Second by Ms. Sherwood. Minutes approved unanimously.

III. 	Approval of March 14, 2018 Meeting Minutes

Ms. Wright made a motion to approve the minutes. Second by Ms. Sherwood. Motion approved unanimously.

IV.	General Discussion Including Walking Tour for Summer 2018

Ms. Mathwich gave an update regarding the summer walking tours. She stated she and Mr. Meichtry would lead the June tour with two different tour leaders needed for the July and August tours. She also described the photos to be used in the walking tour brochure to be designed by Ms. Diduch. The commission then briefly discussed the Clio app. Mr. Meichtry stated he would email information from Clio to Ms. Diduch. 

Ms. Mathwich stated the commission needs to focus on the second tour research while the Rockton Township Historical Society completes the research on the third tour. Mr. Meichtry gave an update on his building research. Ms. Diduch suggested that the May meeting be used as a working session for the commission to work on the second tour. The commissioners then divided the different buildings amongst each other to research in advance of the May meeting. Mr. Meichtry stated he would take the Italianate limestone and the art building on the corner. Mr. Anderson stated he would take the race. Ms. Mathwich said she would take the buildings associated with the fire. Ms. Sherwood took 210 W. Main. Ms. Diduch made copies of Ms. Mathwich’s list. Ms. Mathwich asked commissioners to write up their research regarding their buildings so it can be shared with the tour leaders.

V.	Commissioner Attendance

Ms. Diduch read the section of the Historic Preservation Commission by-laws regarding attendance, stating that commissioners that have missed three regularly-scheduled meetings are subject to removal. Ms. Wright stated she asked Ms. Diduch to add this topic to the agenda as she was frustrated being one of two people in attendance at the March meeting, adding it makes it difficult to accomplish items when the group is not in attendance. She also added that she has asked Ms. Diduch to look for a replacement for her due to family commitments, but she would stay until a replacement is found. She ended with stating that the commission should reevaluate its attending policy as it is difficult to maintain continuity when the chair is gone for at least 3-4 months of the year. Ms. Diduch stated at the annual meeting in June, the commission could review the by-laws at the time to see if the attendance policy is appropriate. Ms. Mathwich thought it would be a good idea to discuss the meeting time to ensure its convenient for attendance.

V.  	Old Business

Ms. Diduch she has not received the revised CLG status forms from the IHPA. 

VI.  	New Business

Ms. Diduch stated she should be able to have an intern for the summer, and she would have the intern focus on some of the historic preservation projects that are needed. There was brief discussion regarding the Macktown Living History Center. Ms. Wright said she would follow up with them regarding where they are at with becoming a local landmark. 

Ms. Wright asked for an update regarding potential signage for the race, and a brief discussion ensued. Ms. Diduch stated once the language was finalized, she could move forward with getting the sign.
