III.	Summer 2018 Walking Tours – Working Session

She then added that the third tour is going to be a production of the Rockton Township Historical Society.  Mr. Anderson said he would be a tour leader in July, and Ms. Diduch said she could be one if needed and if she has someone to cover her at the Rockton River Market. Ms. Mohring stated she would be willing to act as a tour leader as well. Ms. Diduch stated she would prepare a press release.
