Vice Chair Ron Axon called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. 

I.     Roll Call

II.   Approval of Minutes from December 12, 2017

Motion to approve as amended by Ms. Rossi with a removal of an unnecessary “to” in the last paragraph made by Mr. Naill. Second by Ms. Rossi. Motion approved, 5-0.

IV. Request for Map Amendment to the R1 Residential Single-Family District – 401 W. Main St., Kelly Chambers

Ms. Chambers was not present, so Mr. Axon moved on to the next agenda item. This item was discussed last of the three requests.

Mr. Axon stated he thought the commercial zoning was an oddity, and that it was surrounded by commercial. Ms. Stewart asked if there are any requirements for residential buildings that would now be triggered. Ms. Diduch replied that Ms. Chambers needs to resolve that issue with the Winnebago County Building Department. 

A motion to approve to the map amendment made by Ms. Stewart. Second by Mr. Eddie. Motion approved, 5-0. 

V.   Request for Variances for Minimum Side Yard Setback from 12 Feet to 0 Feet and Minimum Lot Width in the R2 Residential Two Family / Condo / Townhome – 741 + 744 Kelsey Ct., Allen and Nancy Shirley / Howard and Geraldine Harschbarger

Attorney Jack R. Cook gave a brief overview of the requests, describing the issues Ms. Johanna Koslofski, executor of the estate of one of the units, had in buyers receiving financing for purchasing the unit. He then explained the Plat Act exemption process and the process of trying to dissolve the estate with the subject two-unit condo. A discussion ensued regarding the condo units.

Motion to approve made by Mr. Naill. Second by Ms. Stewart. Motion approved, 5-0.

VI.  Request for Special Use Permit for Outdoor Sales of Storage Units in the CH Commercial Highway District – 4950 E. Rockton Rd., Barry Yontz

Mr. Barry Yontz, owner of Barry’s Backyard, described his business of selling the storage buildings like he does in seven other locations such as Elkhorn, Belvidere, Roscoe and Cherryvale Mall. He said they are temporary, and the number on site changes. He said they are mostly for display purposes only. 

Mr. Axon asked how many buildings would be on the Rockton site, and Mr. Yontz replied that he thought about ten buildings. He stated the average size of a display building is 10’x16’. Mr. Axon then asked how long a display unit would be on display. Mr. Yontz replied that it changes, but he thought each model is displayed about one year. He further stated the displays should weather well. 

Discussion ensued regarding the storage units’ placement on the property and the previous history of these unit sales in the area. Mr. Yontz stated the units are placed on pressure-treated skids. Ms. Stewart asked if the sales area is staffed, and Mr. Yontz replied that sales occur by appointment only yet he does visit each site every other day. He also added that the sales occur year-round. 

Mr. Axon asked if the units require electricity, and Mr. Yontz replied they do not. Ms. Stewart asked for clarification regarding the Findings of Fact. Mr. Axon stated there needs to be a cap on the quantity placed on the site as well as each unit be on the site for a maximum of twelve months. 

Motion to approve made by Mr. Naill with conditions to be placed on the permit for no more than 12 units at one time are displayed, that each unit not be displayed on site for longer than 12 months, that no moving equipment to move the units be stored on site, and no green-treated lumber unit be displayed on this site. Second by Mr. Eddie. Motion approved, 5-0.

VII.  Old Business

Ms. Diduch gave an update regarding the annexation across a forest preserve issue.
