Chair Todd Byxbe called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. 

I.     Roll Call

II.   Approval of Minutes from May 8, 2018

Ms. Stewart stated the meeting time seemed incorrect. Ms. Diduch reviewed the tape recording and said it should be changed to 7:25 pm. Motion to approve as amended made by Ms. Stewart. Second by Mr. Murray. Motion approved, 6-0.

III. Request for Message Board Signage – Rockton School District 140

Superintendent Glenn Terry gave a brief description of the request, describing the parking lot reconstruction as the right time to make the monument sign change. Mr. Axon asked Mr. Terry if the signs would be on all night, adding that it could be detrimental to the surrounding residents. Mr. Terry stated he was not sure if they could be programmed to turn off, but Ms. Diduch stated she thought those signs have that capability. A brief discussion ensued regarding lighting colors as well as the programming capabilities. 

A motion to approve the electronic message signs made by Mr. Axon. Second by Ms. Rossi. Motion approved, 6-0.

IV.   Request for Variances for a Detached Accessory Structure in the Front Yard and 31-Foot Front Yard Setback and 2-Foot Side Yard Setback in the R1 Residential Single-Family District – 683 Liddle Rd., Kurt and Patricia Bergstrom

Mr. Kurt Bergstrom described the variance requests, stating his property was annexed into the Village a few months. He elaborated that they would like to keep the turnaround drive on the property for safety reasons as they pull out onto Liddle Rd. He stated the turnaround portion of the drive would have to be removed in order to comply with the zoning code’s required setbacks. 

Mr. Axon asked if any neighbors expressed any concerns, and Ms. Diduch stated she had not received any communications. He also asked how tall the garage would be, and Mr. Bergstrom stated it would be 16 feet. Ms. Diduch added that he would be allowed to go as tall as 20 feet. 

Mr. Axon asked Ms. Diduch for further clarification regarding variance criteria number four, elaborating that he thought it was an issue for the property to yield a reasonable monetary return. A brief conversation ensued regarding the best way to amend these criteria in the affirmative. Ms. Diduch stated she would add Mr. Axon’s comments in the “additional comments” portion of the Planning Commission recommendation to the ZBA. 

Motion to approve the variances with the amended criteria all in the affirmative made by Mr. Axon. Second by Mr. Murray. Motion approved, 6-0.
